Ueno Riichi (1848-1919), also known by the sobriquet Yachiku, was renowned
both as president of the newspaper company Osaka Asahi Shimbun (today’s
Asahi Shimbun) and as a collector of early Japanese and Chinese art. In 1970, his
son Seiichi founded the Ueno Memorial Foundation for the Study of Buddhist Art.

The eminent Tang-dynasty Chinese Buddhist priest Jianzhen (688-763),
better known by his Japanese name of Ganjin, was a highly respected master
of the Vinaya (Ch: JielU) school.

This exhibition honors the memory of Ganjin, venerated as one of
the true founders of Japanese Buddhism, with a selection of treasures
preserved through the centuries at Toshodai-ji. These objects, together with
masterworks from other temples associated with the vinaya and its revival
over the ages, trace the Buddhist legacy of Ganjin and the various luminaries
who emerged as his spiritual successors in Japan.
